Old Business

Hall Management Committee:

Gazebo Furniture:

Ray Hourie reported prizes at Home Hardware and Canadian Tire as at least $500 for a set of bench, 3 chairs, and table. Lyn checked with Kevin Taylor (Bearpaw), who would build benches (secured at Gazebo) for about $250.

Constitution & Bylaws:

Lyn explained that there has been a mistake in submitting the revised SMERC C&B to the Registrar in Victoria. The revised bylaws were first submitted in July 2009 based on the approved draft from the June 2009 special resolution meeting. However, these were send back for minor word changes in the Constitution part. The then Sec/Treasurer Elke Hierl-Steinbauer made these changes and, by mistake, attached a copy of bylaws from an old  unapproved draft (FinalDraft from March 2009) for submission to the Registrar. These unapproved bylaws are presently registered. Members of the C&B committee (Lyn, Birgit, Ray, Keith & Ed) met on March 14/10 to discuss this mixup and chain of events. Birgit provided a correct copy, which was signed by the attending committee members. After consultation with the Registrar, these correct bylaws have been resubmitted to the Registrar.  All SMERC members are advised to destroy the incorrect copies of the SMERC C&B that were handed out at the AGM on January 31/10. Once the correct C&B are registered, copies including the map of the service area will be distributed to all members.
